As of the 1st May 2012 Producers, Collection Centers, Dismantlers and Recyclers of Electrical Electronic
Equipment, as defined in Schedule 1, shall obtain Authorisation from the appropriate State Pollution Control
Board or Pollution Control Committee of Union Territories. The only exemption to this requirement is micro and
small enterprises as defined in the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006 (27 of 2006).

Apply direct to each of the appropriate Pollution Control Boards or Pollution Control Committees of
the Union Territories where you have explicit responsibilities as defined by the E-Waste (Management and
Handling) Rules 2011 using Form 1 which can be obtained from any Pollution Control Board or Pollution Control
Committee of Union Territories.
